The GA Planning Committee will sponsor up to 15 programs at the 2006 GA in St. Louis, MO.  Ten programs selected will receive funding of up to $500.  Five programs will also be selected without funding.  
 

The Planning Committee will give top priority to UU Congregations and/or individual UUs that would otherwise not be eligible to sponsor GA programming.  
 

When planning the budget for your program, please be mindful of the following costs:  GA registration fees for your speaker(s) [speaker registration is mandatory] audio/visual equipment rental, speaker fees (if applicable), advertising in the GA program (optional) supplemental program materials.  
 

UUA Districts may sponsor up to two programs from congregations in their district.  Districts have until February 1, 2006 to submit their programs to the UUA.  However, it is recommended that you contact your District Office in early November 2005.
 

Musicians or performers wishing to contribute their talents during GA worship services, evening entertainment, or other events may submit information about themselves to the GA Office.  Information will be kept on file for Planning Committee consideration.  Mail to:

Featured Presentations
The GA Planning Committee will sponsor up to four Featured Presentations at the 2006 GA in St. Louis, MO and provide grants of up to $3000 for each program.
 

The GA Planning Committee is looking for distinguished, high profile speakers who will appeal to many UUs attending GA.  While the Planning Committee will primarily be selecting lectures, musical/theatrical performances with minimal technical requirements will also be considered.
 

The Planning Committee will award sponsorship to proposals submitted by UU Organizations, UU Congregations, individual UUs and/or UUA Staff.
 

There will be only one Featured Presentation on each day of GA between Thursday, June 21 and Sunday, June 25, 2006.  The programs will take place in an auditorium that seats approximately 1,400 people.  Be advised that these programs will be scheduled at times when there is competing programming.  Featured Presentations are not open to the public.
