The Adult Our Whole Lives training prepares participants to facilitate the Our Whole Lives Adult Level Curriculum. 
Using values, communication skills, and spirituality as starting points, this program explores sexuality issues of interest 
to adults of all ages. Builds understanding of healthy sexual relationships, affirms diversity and helps participants 
accept and affirm their own sexuality throughout the life cycle. 
 
The Sexuality and Our Faith component of the program invites adults to strengthen connections--between their 
sexuality and spirituality, between their values and their behavior, between themselves and their religious community. 
It offers a worshipful context for the program. 
 
Our Whole Lives is based on a philosophy of comprehensive sexuality education which helps participants make 
informed and responsible decisions about their sexual health and behavior. It equips participants with accurate, age-
appropriate information in six subject areas: human development, relationships, personal skills, sexual behavior, 
sexual health and society and culture. Grounded in a holistic view of sexuality, comprehensive sexuality education 
provides not only facts about anatomy and human development, but also helps leaders to clarify their values, build 
interpersonal skills, and understand the spiritual, emotional, social and political aspects of sexuality as well.
